The Beatles are considered the world’s most popular and most successful band.
They also changed the face of popular music. The Beatles first became popular in the
early 1960s. Around that time, it was quite unusual for pop singers to write their own
songs. They usually recorded songs that were written by professional songwriters.
John Lennon and Paul McCartney, however, were unusually talented and inventive
songwriters themselves. They wrote the majority of the group’s hits.

The group’s talent, intelligence and sense of humor made them a huge success.
Queen Elizabeth II even gave them a special national award. They decided to stop per-
forming live shows in 1966 and concentrate on making studio recordings. In 1967,
they released the album “Sergeant Pepper’s Lonely Hearts Club Band.” This is consid-
ered one of the most influential albums in pop music history.

But in 1970, the Beatles split up. There were many personal disagreements, espe-
cially between McCartney and Lennon. After the breakup of the band, the two did not
meet very often. But even after the Beatles broke up, they continued to release
albums. John Lennon died in New York in 1980 and George Harrison died in 2001.
Ringo Starr and Paul McCartney especially are still actively involved in music.
