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How to use this textbook

This textbook is designed to meet two objectives: one, to enhance your overall English
skills, and two, to improve your oral communication sKills, in particular, your ability to
give presentations. Four elements are especially focused on in this book:

* speaking ability x English knowledge * writing speeches * giving presentations

Topics range from the personal, where you talk about yourself (e.g., self-introduction
and hobbies), to more general areas, such as business and controversial social
problems.
<> Conversation and Additional Conversation

The conversations are designed to be both authentic and interesting. The
conversations may seem challenging at first, but the English in the dialogs is not actually
so difficult. In Conversation, listen to the conversation and fill in the blanks. You should
learn unknown words and expressions and practice the dialog with a partner. Additional
Conversation is a follow-up to Conversation, and all the conversations in the book form a
chained link of characters, so we hope you will enjoy a sense of continuity in the dialogs.
In the Partner Practice section that follows, you can talk about yourself using key
expressions.
<> Reading : Model Presentation

Each unit has a model presentation, which serves a variety of purposes.

First of all, it can serve as material for reading practice, and so each model is followed
by comprehension questions to test your understanding. Try to answer each question
in your own words.

Secondly, each model presents some grammar and useful expressions. Prepositions
can often be tricky. From Unit 1 to 5, you can check your ability to use prepositions
correctly by filling in the blanks with the missing prepositions. In addition, each model
is followed by some information and practice on grammar points and expressions that
may be useful in writing speeches.

Thirdly, the model presentations serve as examples of how to organize speeches.
From Unit 6, you will be asked to complete an outline for each model so that you can
better understand its organization. Your teacher may ask you to do this in groups if time
is limited.
