(MDogs and cats are the most popular household pets. (2)English has many expres-
sions that relate to the custom of keeping pets. For example, if it is raining heavily, you
might say that “it’s raining cats and dogs.” If you and your sister are always arguing
about one thing or another, you “fight like cat and dog.”

Some expressions illustrate characteristics of dogs. Dogs work untiringly for their
master. So, if you have had a long, hard day, you will probably be “dog-tired.” Eskimos
and Australian Aborigines considered the furry animals to be good bed partners on
very cold nights; hence the term (which was later used by a 1970’s rock and roll band),
“a three dog night.”

Cats, on the other hand, are often described as sensitive animals. A quick tempered
woman will be considered “catty,” and if she is reluctant to give an opinion, she is
“pussy-footing around.” When someone is happy, they might “grin like a Cheshire cat.”
If @ people are excited about something new and in vogue, it will be “the cat’s pajamas.”

If you are not willing to speak up, someone might ask you, “What’s wrong? Has the cat
got your tongue?” When you give in and tell a secret, you will have “let the cat out of the
bag.” However, if you then get into Wtrouble, you will be “in the doghouse” for sure.
