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Affirmative action means that preferential treatment is given to minorities.
Quotas may be applied in areas such as employment or higher education. Supporters
claim quotas provide more equal opportunities and promote social diversity. In
theory, it appears fair to use such measures to raise equality. However, as the benefits
are a matter of opinion, the practice is keenly debated.

Those against quotas argue that it weakens meritocracy. This system, they say,
allows those with the strongest abilities to rise to the top and fulfill their potential.
They believe it is good for society that those with talent reach leadership positions.
They claim that allowing quotas is biased against those from other backgrounds.
It does not work, they argue, because more highly qualified applicants lose out.
They may be turned down in favor of those with fewer skills or lower test scores. In
addition, they say that a person given a position because of quotas does not gain the
same respect as a person who has earned it.

Those in favor of quotas argue that it compensates for social inequalities faced
by minorities. Supporters say that meritocracies do not allow chances for everyone.
In truth, they sustain inequality. Studies show that minorities continue to be
underrepresented in all areas of society. As a result, quotas are a valuable tool for
promoting social mobility. Greater access to higher education, for example, gives more
opportunities for minorities to succeed. In addition, supporters believe that diversity
can enrich everyone. They say that being around others helps people relate more.

Affirmative action is not the final answer to inequality. However, while disparities
continue to exist, quotas may help ensure that every person is given a fair chance.
