Don’t eat here — poor service and poor cooking, a
tourist-trap.

We have never eaten a paella as bad as this and at 32 euros per person,
it’s highly overpriced and extremely poor value for money. We ordered a




starter of gambas al ajillo, and a mixed paella. They took ages to arrive,
and in the end, both came at the same time. Luckily we didn’t order
dessert! By the time it arrived, the oil with the shrimp was already cold,
and the bread was dry and stale. Our main dish, the mixed paella with
chicken and seafood, felt like it had been reheated. The rice was dry, the
seafood was rubbery, and there were small chicken bones in the dish.
We've eaten paella many times before, but we have never eaten such a
bad one. You can get better value at a supermarket food court. We
complained to the server, but the manager didn’t even bother to come
and see us.

On top of this, they wouldn’t give us a table on the terrace when it was
less than one-third full. The staff are inattentive and inefficient.
Everything was disappointing; they weren’t even friendly or welcoming
to our children.

We know this is a restaurant with a long history, and maybe in its
heyday it was better. It seems very proud of its listing in the famous
restaurant guidebook, but unfortunately, now, it’s only a tourist trap and
a rip-off. We will never set foot in it again.
